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The Division of Facilities Management, Design and Construction Standard APPLICATION AND CERTIFICATION FOR PAYMENT consists of three forms – A, B and C.  Forms A and B are adaptations of AIA G702.

The forms and instruction for completion and submittal are provided to the contractor for his use in applying for payments as provided in Article 5.4 of the Contract General Conditions.  Detailed instructions for completing the forms appear on the reverse side of each form.

The SUMMARY AND SIGNATURE DOCUMENT – A, provides the project identification, fiscal summary and spaces for required signatures necessary for processing and payment.  Completion of A is required for payment application on all projects. Application for payment on a project on which a single billing will be made may be accomplished using A by completion the information section and items #1,2,3,4,6 and 8 of the fiscal summary.

Line 5a will be completed by the Construction Administrator.

Line 9 will be completed by the Section Leader (FMDC) for final pay application only.

Project on which applications for partial payments are being made require completion of Form B – CONTRACT BREAKDOWN AND EXTENSIONS.
Application for Payment, which includes materials stored on-site requires the completion and submission of Form C - STORED MATERIAL BREAKDOWN.

Sample forms of each will be provided to the contractor at the time the Notice to Proceed is issued.  The contractor will be expected to reproduce additional copies of each form as required to provide a minimum of four sets (or as established during the preconstruction meeting) to the Design Consultant of review and certification.

The owner will make payment directly to the contractor based on the amount certified by the Design Consultant and approved by the designated officials.

The application for final payment should be identified as the final request and include the following:
