1. Purpose:  This contract was established for the acquisition, installation, and maintenance of various two-way radio communications products, on an as needed, if needed basis for various agencies located throughout the State of Missouri.  

2.
 Contract Periods/Renewals:  There are no contract renewals remaining.
3.
Equipment:

3.1 The contractor must provide all equipment, materials and services, which meets or exceeds the    specifications contained in this document.

3.2 Substitutions: 
3.2.1
The contractor shall not substitute any item(s) that has been awarded to the contractor without the prior written approval of the Division of Purchasing and Materials Management.

3.2.2
The state reserves the right to allow the contractor to substitute any new system offered by the contractor on all unshipped and future orders if the system capabilities are equal to or greater than the contract system and if the prices are equal to or less than the contract system.  The Division of Purchasing and Materials Management shall be the final authority as to acceptability.

3.2.3
In event of manufacturer discontinuation, the contractor shall substitute item(s) with equal or better capabilities for equal or less cost than the discontinued item(s).  The contractor shall not substitute any item(s) without the prior written approval of the Division of Purchasing and Materials Management.  The Division of Purchasing and Materials Management shall be the final authority as to acceptability of requested substitutions and reserves the right to accept or reject any substitution requests.

3.3 Replacement of Damaged Product:  The contractor shall be responsible for replacing any item received in damaged condition at no cost to the State of Missouri.  This includes all shipping costs for returning non-functional items to the contractor for replacement.

4.
Delivery:  With the exception of base stations and amplifiers, the contractor must deliver all services/supplies not later than thirty (30) business days after receipt of order, unless otherwise specified by the agency.  The contractor must deliver base stations and amplifiers not later than sixty (60) business days after receipt of order, unless otherwise specified by the agency.  

5.
Maintenance, Warranty and Repair:

5.1 Repair or replacement and return of equipment should be accomplished within 48 hours, excluding holidays and weekends, of receipt of the defective equipment by the contractor.

5.2
The contractor should designate service centers throughout the State of Missouri, which are authorized and equipped to service and repair/replace equipment supplied under the contract.  

5.3 The contractor shall provide a toll free telephone number for users to report and resolve service and equipment problems.
