General:

The contract awards are for paper.  Specific paper is defined by line items in the attached pricing sheet below.

The following must be listed on the P.O. for all contracts:

1) Contact Name

2) Contact Phone Number

3) Any special delivery request (break down of pallets and delivery to different floors or areas besides the loading/unloading dock) must be listed within the text of the P.O.
Delivery:

All delivery is FOB Destination freight prepaid and allowed.  This means there are no add-on freight or handling charges that shall be paid by the state agency.  There is a one-time delivery surcharge (see line item 63).  There is also a one-time expediting delivery fee (see line item 64) for rush delivery per request of state agency.

NOTE:  Agency should discuss with vendor the last date to change (LDC) timing per order.

At the time the state agency requests quotes for paper from the contractor(s), the contractors will be required to state a delivery time for the specific order.  The delivery must be stated in calendar days after receipt of the order (ARO).  The delivery days quoted shall be contractually binding on the contractor for that specific order
The contractor and/or the contractor's subcontractor(s) shall deliver products in accordance with the contracted delivery times, stated in their quote to the state agency, upon receipt of an authorized purchase order or P-card transaction notice.  Delivery shall include unloading shipments at the state agency's dock or other designated unloading site as requested by the state agency.  All orders must be shipped FOB Destination, Freight Prepaid and Allowed.  All orders received on the last day of the contract, must be shipped at the contract price.  All deliveries must be coordinated with the state agency. 
Due to shipments being by the truckload, the following line items require dock delivery locations:
· Line Item 2:  No. 1 Laser Bond, 8-1/2” x 11”, Virgin

· Line Item 5:  Natural Choice 30, 8-1/2” x 11”, Recycled

a. The contractor and/or the contractor’s subcontractor(s) shall deliver to only one dock location.  State agency personnel shall be responsible for unloading the shipment at the dock, and delivering paper to the designated delivery site(s).
Packaging Requirements:

When delivering products (all line items 1 through 62), cartons, reams, or rolls of paper shall be placed in the center of the pallet and all products shall be stacked on pallets in a manner to prevent leaning of products. Products stacked on pallets should be wrapped in durable plastic that does not tear or expand during shipping, to ensure products are delivered in damage-free condition. When loading pallets into trucks, the pallets must be secured to prevent products from shifting during transit.

Roll Paper (Line Items 18-44) Minimum Order Requirements:

State agencies shall issue no purchase order for less than 5,000 pounds when ordering roll paper, no less than the minimum order stated on the pricing pages when ordering carbonless paper and cut sheet paper.

The State of Missouri reserves the right to buy from vendor(s) outside the contract when the state agency cannot meet the minimum order requirements.

NOTE:  Line Item 58:  The paper for line item 58 listed below is for stocked roll paper only.  The contractor must stock line item 58 for the duration of the contract period at no expense to the State of Missouri.  
Placing Orders:
1)  The State Agency identifies the specific line item(s) of the product(s) needed. (See Exhibit A for line item details below)

2)  The State Agency requests quotes and delivery time as calendar days ARO from those contractor able to provide the product(s) (see below). In addition to the price quote requests, the State Agency needs to obtain the Debarment and Suspension (Exhibit E) and the Buy Ameircan Preference (Attachment 1) for each quote requested.
3) Blind/Sheltered Workshop Preference: Compass Trading, LLC is a qualified Blind/Sheltered Workshop. Agencies must use this preference when considering pricing from Compass Trading, LLC.
